Essential: warm, waterproof clothing, stout footwear and binoculars. A telescope will be available on the
tour for closer views of the birds operated by the guide. If you have your own scope it’s a good idea to
bring it.

Accommodation will be in the fully equipped self-catering cabins at Westmere Farm where guests will
be able to make their own breakfasts. Food will be provided as follows: Day one; evening meal, Day
two; lunch and evening meal, Day three; lunch and evening meal, Day four; lunch and evening meal.

Birding destinations will mainly be
reached by walking from the farm with very little need for transport throughout the tour.
